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Hemchandra's elder brother Manilal lost his wife to death at an early age. This event sparked a sense of
uselessness of worldly life in him. Subsequently, both the sons stayed up late nights to discuss their renunciation
with their father. They were determined to break free from the worldly prison and ascend the stairway to salvation.

Both the brothers set out to Ahmedabad at their grand mother's house with an excuse to see a doctor owing to
Manilal's poor health.

As per discussion with father Here they met with Pujyashri Nitivijayji M.S. (then a disciple to Pujyashri Mulchandiji
M.S.) However, Hemchandra was denied priesthood initially

Manilal was bestowed with priesthood and his Diksha (Initiation Ceremony) was effectuated in Rajnagar.
(Ahmedabad) and new name was declared as Pujyashri Mani Vijayji M.S.
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After his elder brother's Diksha, Hemchandra was ever more determined to move away from the worldly affairs of his
life.

1 Some days had passed, when Manekbai approached Hemchandra about mending a broken piece of jewellery.
2 Hemchandrawith his father travelled to Ahmedabad to get the jewellery repaired.

3 As night descended upon the lively land, they came to Vidhyashala to take shelter. Hemchandra's feelings were
conflicted and he thought about alternatives of renouncing. Right beside him was a book about Jambuswami;s
Raas (life and character). This inspired him more and his determination grew stronger than ever before. In the
morning he tried to explain his father his perspective on Diksha. After which his father consented and gladly
granted blessings for his chosen pursuit. The jewellery would take a couple of days to be mended, so father and
son set out from Ahmedabad towards Limbdi.
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At Limbdi, they visited Pujyashri Zaversagarji M.S. and after a session of deep interrogation with Hemchandra, at last
Pujyashri sanctioned his permission for Diksha.

1

Likewise, Hemchandra's Diksha rites were performed accompanied with a two-day celebration and events at
Purbai Jain Dharamshala in Limbdi. His priesthood name was chosen —Muni ShriAnandsagar.

Back home in Kapadvanj Maganbhai broke the news of Hemchandra's Diksha to his family.

A few days later, his mother Jamnabai, goes to see her son (now a Muni) and changes her perspective on
Sanyaas. and give her blessings from heart.

Ranchhodbhai (Hemchandra's father-in-law prior to his Diksha) decided to deal with the situation with a legal battle
against Hemchandra (now, Muni Shri Anandsagar). Holding the entire family in witness, the court declared the
verdict whereby Muni Shri Anandsagar was to resume his life with his family till the age of eighteen. Here he was
allowed to observe Saiyam, and preserve the sanctity of his character as a monk.
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The verdict of the court could not bind the untarnished chastity in the character of Muni Shri Anandsagar. Once home,
he made it specific to pursue his stay where he would limit his routine to one isolated room. His mother and wife (prior
to Diksha) were prohibited to enter. He abstained from worldly relations.

Ranchhodbhai father in law was yet to give up. He procured an aphrodisiac capsule from a local warlock.
He handed the capsule to his daughter Manekbai and gave her precise instructions as to how she must administer

Manekbai mixed it with the milk that Muni Anandsagar was to drink after a day fast. This went on for three
consecutive days.

Soon the Muni realized that something was fishy and started practising celibacy stronger than ever and did not
budge from abstinence.
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When ten long months had been passed in pure piety, Muni Shri Anandsagar was to be initiated as a priest again.
The honours were proceeded by Pujya Panyaas Shri Hetvijayji M.S. by the grant of Muni Shri Zaversagar M.S.
Towards the end of the ceremony, Gurudev fervently besought him to serve his cause in preserving the preserver
of Jain Dharma, The Aagam. The first chaturmas four months stay was done at Limbdi.

Alas, Gurudev breathed his last! Limbdi Shri Sangha (Jain community in Limbdi) organized a grandiose march in
the remembrance of paramount virtues reflected in GurudeV's life. Following this Muni ShriAnandsagar proceeded
his Vihar on the new path of life.

Gurudev had passed, but his message was still alive like afire in his heart and he furthermore engaged his vision in
that direction.
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He started endeavouring towards bringing his promise to Gurudev into effect. Initially he learnt Sanskrit Grammar and
attained a lasting grasp over it. Later he became an adept in Aagam studies which he pursued as a lifelong goal. His
sole purpose now was to research and recreate the existing knowledge on Aagam. He painstakingly collected
manuscripts and copies from different sources and compiled them. He pioneered in refining and printing the many
volumes of Aagam. During these years he refrained from using lamps or candles for his study to avoid Gyanachar
Atichar which would pose a serious transgression to the Jain philosophy. The existent knowledge on Aagam today
owes a great deal to the invaluable efforts contributed by Muni Shri Anandsagarji M.S.
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A many chaptered volume on Aagam (i.e. Criticism,
Commentary, Origin and so on) along with some other
volumes were printed in a plethora of languages
including Prakrit, Sanskrit, Hindi, Gujarati and
English.

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Between the years 1971 and 1977 V.S., 2.32.200 Aagam Shlokas were religiously read accompanied by felicitous
rituals in various places —Ahmedabad, Kapadvanj, Surat, Palitana, Patan, Ratlam and so on. These Vachana
sessions went on for six months at a pace of 4 to 5 dedicated and relentless hours per day.

He irradiated the knowledge not only unto Chaturvidh sangh (that comprises of Sadhu-Sadhvi-Shravak-Shravika),
but also to monks and nuns from thousand other clans and sects like Sthanakvasi, Terapanthi, Tristutik, Khartar, Achal
Gachh Parshvachadra and Tapagachha.

Not only this, he also educated the rightful aspirants about the precise and correct method of Aagam Vachana and
Aagam Vanchan (Aagam Study)

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It was never that one saw Pujyashri chanting Navkaar Mantra, Aagamokt Mantra or Panch Prasthan Suri Mantra.
Never did he subscribe to any form of black magic or chanting to aid him in his pursuit of celibacy and sanctity. He did
not have to accomplish anything with extravagant effort because it was in his very nature to be the way he chose.
Testimonies to this miraculous power come through an instance when Nagarsheth's son in Azeemganj was cured of
poisonous snakebite; in Surat Amarchand Sakerchand Madrasi's son Khimchand who suffered from leprosy was also
healed under Pujyashri's sway. Similarly many others who were failed by sorcery and medication, were restored to
health merely by the power of Navkar mantra

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1 Surat, Suryanagri as it was known with all its gleaming rays of sects and religions —Jain, Kshtriyas and other —gave
a grand welcome to honour Pujyashri's visit. An astounding arrangement was made which remains unmatched till
date.

57 authentic Sambela made out of Jari work; 57 traditional instruments; 57 orchestra groups; Gahunli made out of
pure gold, emarld, ruby pearls and diamonds.

8000 kg worth of Laddoos were distributed as Prabhavana and an eight day Samaiyu, Swamivatsalya feast was
also arranged. It was a “one of its kind” event of its time.

2 After Kriyodhaar by Pujya Panyas Shri Satyavijayji M.S., there was no one in the tradition who ascended to the
status of Suripad for hundreds of years. However at the daybreak of Vaishakh Sud Dasam, 1974 V.S., the Devsur
Tapagachh regime was introduced to the First Acharya—Acharya Shri Sagaranand Surishwarji Maharaja. It was a
great cause in the history of Surat city and called for a grand, resplendent celebration.

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Sheth Abheychand Swarupchand Parivar led a mammoth task of Chharipalak Sangh from Mumbai to Antarikhsji Tirth.
When the Sangh was about to enter the peripheries of Antarikshiji, bearing venerated idol of Prabhuji in a Rath, some
representatives of the Digambar sect stood in the way. They claimed the propriety of the Tirth and backed their claim
with legal documents. A violent brawl followed. Many were injured and the issue was taken to the court. Pujyashri was
accused of acting against the law and was called to the witness box for a trial. Best lawyers, Shravakas and followers
from Ahmedabad, Mumbai, Akola and Dhulia fled to the scene. Pujyashri was interrogated about his injury to which he
earnestly replied that he didn't know who had attacked him since he was hit from behind. His candid and honest
response won the case for Shwetambar sect. He repeatedly said that he would be ready to go behind the bars but
wouldn't tolerate any kind of humiliation to Jain Shaashan. Inspired by this, the judge in the session began attending
Pujyashri's Pravachan regularly.
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Back in Kesariyaji Tirth, Jinalaya's Dhvajdand (flagpole) was in a dilapidated condition and had to be reinstalled. But
the new installation was put back because Digambar and Brahamna community around the town were waiting to
extort the Tirth. If the flags were lowered they could claim it in their name. When Pujyashri came across this situation
during his Vihar, he decided to take the task in his hands. It was now a “Do or Die” situation. After some steady days
they chose the right time and moment to accomplish the charge with the help of a bunch of brave Shravakas. Many
attempts were made to resist this action but in vain. Even today the flag flies in pride to represent the valour of 'Sagariji’
M.S.



A LIVING, BREATHING LIBRARY
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Brown Krauss, a German professor, was researching on Hindu Architecture while pursuing a Visharad degree in the
subject. He was interested in unravelling the mystery behind temple architecture when he stumbled upon a grinding
question. He wanted to know the reason behind the tradition of placing sculptures of violent animals like lions and
tigers at the entrance of the temples. After engaging with many scholars and experts when he did not get his answers,
someone recommended him to seek Pujyashri's help in his quest. The professor came down to Mehsana to see
Pujyashri personally. At that time Pujyashri was preparing to proceed towards his Pravachan session. The professor
required an urgent answer and couldn't stay back for long. Pujyashri effortlessly instructed one of his disciples as to
which shloka from a particular scripture could answer the professor's question. The professor was awestruck by his
memory and knowledge. He exclaimed, “He is indeed an unprecedented specimen of a living, breathing library!”
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1 Discussion of Sanskrit Grammar with Panditji was clarified by Pujyashriin his work 'Pariharya Mimansa'
Madanmohan Malaviya. 3 Once in a three hour long discussion with Gandhiji, he

To understand the stance of various Grammarians,
Pujyashri studied different Grammar forms. He himself
wrote books on Sanskrit Grammar later on —A book titled
Siddhaprabha; a Concise Dictionary; and a volume on
Short Introduction to the Principles.

2 Herman Jacoby, a German professor translated Shri
Acharang Sutra into English whereby he misinterpreted
the meaning of the word “Kapotpaak” as a dish made out
of a pigeon's flesh. This wrongly conveyed a message
that in Jain scriptures carnivory (eating flesh) was
allowed for medicinal purposes. This misunderstanding

advised Mahatma that India does not need more
industrialisation but instead, it requires more focus on small
enterpries, This would help to combat poverty and starvation
Gandhiji fully agreed to this discussion. not Industry so much
as it needed Enterprise to grow. This proved to be true like
Gospel for India's situation. Likewise, many notable
personalities visited him for a dialogue. A few amongst them
were — Prof. Hiralal R. Kapadiya, Panditji Mafatlal
Zaverchand, Prabhudas Bechardas Parekh, Panditji Dalsukh
Malanviyaji and others.
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Pujyashri's profound proclamations were embraced at various conventions for Munis —in 1990 V.S., 2044 V.S. and 2072 V.S. In
1952 V.S. (i.e. five years into priesthood) he expounded his understanding of Shastras, in a discussion related to
reduction/increment of Parva Tithi. Since then it is religiously followed by more than 8000 priests and nuns in Jain Tapagachha

Shri Ramchandrasuriji on Parvatithi Kshay/Vruddhi - Palitana 1999 V.S.
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Pujyashri received the news about Shri Sammetshikhar Tirth during his Chaturmas stay in Lalbaug (Mumbai). The
pilgrimage itself was in need of protection this time. British government was planning to turn the holy place into a
tourist attraction and set up a foundation for building bungalows for housing. The sanctity of the Tirth, where 20 Jain
Tirthankaras attained salvation was on the verge of destruction. Pujyashri called for a huge crowd and through his
Pravachan, declared a Jihad against this policy as the plan would open the doors for frivolous dissipation in the Tirth.
Over a hundred young men swore to sacrifice their life, if the plan was to be executed. As a result of their valiant
protest, the plan was withdrawn. on Pujyashri's Advice, Sheth Anandji Kalyanji Pedhi bought the whole mountain.
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In 1982 V.S. the Thakor of Palitana, Mannsinghji declared the imposition of individual tax for the pilgrims. Sheth Anandji Kalyanji
Pedhi that held the responsibility for the management of pilgrimages tried, to negotiate with the Thakor but in vain. This unjust policy
was to be met with a vigorous action. It was then decided that all Jain sanghs throughout India would desist from the pilgrimage in
Palitana. This was observed by all Jain sanghs for two long years. As an effect, on 1st April 1926 C.E. the policy was taken back and
a fixed amount was set for Tirthraksha. However, there still was a catch to this. Pilgrims would hesitate, fearing that the tax amount
would be redeemed from them. To do away with this fear, Pujyashri inspired the sangh to gather a huge fund to compensate for this
and decided to pay off the amount from the fund every year. Eventually the princely state was absorbed by the independent
democratic India soon and the fund remained unutilized. Sheth Shri Kasturbhai Lalbhai approached Pujyashri for recommendation
as to where the fund must be employed. Pujyashri transparently stated that the fund collected for Giriraj must be invested for the
welfare of the same.

This decision resulted into 3750 easy stone steps that we see today at Palitana's Giriraj, a constant reminder of our humble
Gurudev.
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In the history of last 2500 Years, Since the time of Lord Mahaveer, many new Tirths and Jinayalas were developed and
constructed but a corelation of message of Mahaveer and idol was pioneered by Acharya Anandsagar M.S.
installation of sculptures at Palitana and carving of Aagam Shastra in copper plates at Surat's Aagam Mandir were just
a beginning. Picture illustrations of Aagam Purush, Maahan etc. soon were prepared for Jinalayas which gave a new
direction to Jain Sashan. Agrand Anjanshalaka for 2500 Prabhu's idols was administered at Palitana's Aagam Mandir.
A Swamivatsalya feast was arranged for thousands of people and on the last day 21 villages were kept from burning
any kind of fuel. A magnificent eleven day festival was celebrated and during these days no crisis, death or disaster
was experienced in the surrounding region. This was the power of Punyapurush's pure presence.
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Pujyashri promulgated the principles of Jainism in regions where Jain Dharma was hardly known or followed
—Rajasthan, Madhyapradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Bengal. Under his guidance and supervision, foundation of
many Jinalayas, Upashraya and organizations that published Hindi literature were laid. He himself was the pillar of
emergence of Jainatva for the edifice of a new awakening. He is credited today for the restoration of many Tirths in
Madhyapradesh —Bhopavar, Mandavgadh, Makshijji, etc. He made the common masses understand the holy
significance of Sadhvachar, Shravakchar, Murtipuja (idol worship). Under his influence 1. Dilipsinghji Maharaja of
Shailana 2. King of Panched 3. King of Semaliya devoted their lives to Jainism. Not just that, they also gave up seven
sinful indulgences, declared and enforced non-violence for six months.
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In those times activists strongly protested against Baal Diksha. A play called 'Ayogya Diksha' was prepared by a
theatre group led by Mr. Verma in Mumbai. The play was to be enacted at Bhaangwadi theatre. The news somehow
reached Pujyashri who then called for an urgent gathering at Lalbaug Upashraya. The owner of the theatre company,
after attending a lecture on logical and spiritual philosophy, cancelled the execution of the play. Likewise, his ideals
quelled the ongoing protests in different cities —Surat, Ahmedabad, Visnagar, Mahesana, Palanpur etc. As a rebel cry
against the unjust law prohibiting Baal Diksha within the borders of Vadodara city, he performed Diksha rites of a six
year old Baalmuni Shri Arunsagariji. To define his resistance to the law he performed the rites right in the middle of a
railway track on one end of Vadodara railway station. This was a significant blow for the government. Today, the
present logical arguments to safeguard Baal Diksha in the face of lawsuits filed against it, owe much to the defence
and discourse prompted by Pujyashri.
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It was in the year 1990 V.S. that a Grand convention for Munis (Muni Sammelan) was organized in Ahmedabad.
Beginning on Fagun Sud Teej, it went on for 34 days. Known personalities from the city —Shri Kasturbhai Manibhai,
Shri Kasturbhai Lalbhai, Shri Pratapsingh Mohilal along with the Jain Sangh across India were present at the
convention. Various subjects and issues like Baaldiksha, Devdravya Raksha were discussed by him. The convention
was a huge success and Muni Anandsagarji was titled as 'Devsur Samachari Sanrakshak' for his rigorous attempts in
preserving the principles of Jain Sashan.
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» Inspite of his busy schedule, Pujya Shri taugh Shri Ramvirjayji Muni Jain shastras during vihar and also at stay at
Chhaniand other places.

« Duringstay at Suratin V. S. 2006, he started his antim Samadhi on day Vaisakh Sud-5, This news spread in the City
and Acharya Shri Ramchandra Suri M.S. came to ask his shata. inspite of his ill health, he asked for his forgiveness
for not agreeing with him on some issues of Jin Shashan. This shows the greatness of his character.

« At the campus of shett Manchhubhai Deepchand Jain Dharamshala, the then Gachhadhiputi Acharya Bhagwant
Shri Manikya Sagar M.S. having discussion with Acharya Bhagwant shri Ramchandra Suri M. S., ShriArun Sagariji
M.S. asking for any requirement to Shri Ram Chandra Suri M.S.
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Pujyashri's undying efforts in the welfare of Jain Saashan —Shruttodhar, Tirthoddhar, Baal Diksha, Devdravya Raksha
and Tirth Raksha did not veil his beliefs in Samadhi. During his Vihar Yatra, he never used Palkhis or any of its kind.
also he never took support of any kind for seating in long sessions. He made sure to refrain from using extra help from
anyone else and He firmly believed and preached about Samadhi and wrote a book on the same, titled 'Aradhana
Marg'. He himself observed Samadhifor fifteen days in Ardh Padmasana Mudra. Thus, he turned the dreaded concept
of death into something peaceful and auspicious.

- Healways tried to preach the benefits of samadhi Death in all his sessions with Jain Sadhu-Sadhviji, Bhagwant. He
kept samadhi for 15 days and left his body peacefully, thus he conguered death.
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A giant Shibika having 4 poles was prepared by 15 carpenters specially called from Jamnagar - with nine peaks - 6th
feetwall, 5 feet high peaks weighing approximately 800kg was plastered by 50mts of silk cloth.

It was lifted by 100 people and about 800kg of sandalwood was used in the cremation. About 10 band groups,
Compassionate song by Bhajan Mandali lead the cremation. Around 800kg of sev(Namkeen) -boondi(sweet) in 5
bullock-carts was distributed amongst the poor. More than 10,000 people joined this ceremony and government
offices, post offices, banks were closed for pujyashree's tribute.A special permission was given by the collectors and
there was two days of police presence in the city centre.

Thousands of rupees were used in the field of compassion. About 800 telegram came to the office that day to pay their
respect.
